Mr. Jones, from a specinl committee, report-
cd without amendment the bill supplementary
to an aet reincorporuting the city of Lafayette;
also the sume member from the swne commiitee
reported without amendment the bill to incor-
porute the town of Freeport, in the purish of
Jeflersan.

Mr. Smith introduced o bill relative to the
opening of streets in the city of New Orieans.
Rend three times and passed.

Mr, Ogden, of Orleans, introduced a bill rela-
tive to the New Orlenns Navigation Company.
Referred to aspecinl commitlee.

Refer-
red to a specinl committee composed of seven
memljers.

Mr. Fisher introduced a Lill amending the act
regulnting elections throughout the State ex-
cept New Orleans and Jeflerson.
