—Depew on the Monro¢ Doctrine—
Dickinson Speaks for Cuba.

New Yorg, Dec. 20.—American com-
merce celebrated the centennial of its
liberty last nightby a buanaquet at Del-
monico’s, Last night was chosen for
this banquet beesuae it marked. the
100th anniversary of the full dpproval by
the president and the senate of the
treaty negotiated with Great Britain by
Johu Jay, the then chief jnstice of the
young republic of :the United Statea.
The fenst also innugurated the ‘annual
observance of Dec. 19 as ““‘Commbercial
Day’? by all organized commercial ‘bodies
of the country. It was held under the
auspices of the editors of and contribu-
tors to the recently curnplcted history
“One Huudrecl Years of American Com=
merce.’

Chauneey M. Depew presided at the
banguet aud at his rizht sat William Jay
and at his leit Secretary oi the Nuvy
Herbert.  When thie covers had been
remaved Dr. Depew arose and at somc

length referred to she history of the Jay.

Panis, Dee. 20.—Gil Blos publishes nn
interview with H. Vignaud, first eecre-
tary of the United "States embassy, on
the subject of I'resident Cleveland’s
message o the United States congress.
Mry Vignaud expresses regret that the
French press should have made the error
of “dedueing fantastic conclusions from

the- message.  He did not think that
France, ¢ intcrests wére opposed to
those of England everywhere, would

favor Greay Lrumn especinlly ns France
had not opposed tho aims of the Unned
States anywhere,

“The Gaulois published an m(ervlew
with Count Chandordy, the ‘eminent
French statezman,in which he expresses
the opinion that Engiand has found her
master inarrogance.  He thougnt that
the Monroe docirine applied 1o North
A.menr:'x not to South America.

Sir Charles Dilke, ummber of the
British parliament, whois in Taris, has
also been interviewed on the subject of
the American president's message. Ho
héartily approved the attitude assnmed
by Lord Salisbury, which, he said, was
the only position he could adopt.  Arbi-
tration, he thought, was impos-
sible, but between that and seri-
ous tnlk of war ‘there was a loug
distance. The conquest. of Canada
by the United States, he thought,  was
possible, but the cost and eacrifices
would be similar to those incurred inthe
war of the rebellion, while the British
fleet could destroy the commerco of
America. Venezuela would be the first
to suifer in the event of war. Ilertowns
would quickly be destroved . by the
British flect before aid could arrive from
the United States. As regarded the
Monroe doctrine, he lhou"lm it was
a4 very . legitimate  expression = of
the feeling of the American people, e
had no deubt that the various Amerienn

BRAZIL APPLAUDS.

A DMessage of Congraiulation to President
Cleveland—American Nations
Wil Pull Together.

NEw Yorg, Dec. 20. —The Herald's
correspondent in Rio Janerio, Brazil,
tolegraphs that the house of deputies hias
voled unanimously to gend a message of
congratulation to President Cleveland
for his firm and dignificd enunciation
of  his - rights io  defend the
sovercignty and  liberty  of the
zreat republic under the aegis of the
Monroe doctrine.

Many brilliant specches were de-
livered in favor of upholding President
Cieveland in the posilion he has. taken,

President - Moraes’ sccretary stated
vesterday that the chief executive was
unwilling to give his opinion upon the
merits of the queatmn, but he was in
perfect accord: and’ sympathy with the
United States. The president hoped thut
the dispute wouid be arranged without
resart to armas.

The public press applauds the presi-
dent's action; but, while it gives due
praise’to the United States, it emphasizes
the idea of independence "and suys that
all American nations must, in equal de-
gree, resist Buropean nggression.

That Every American Cltizen Should Sup-
port the Presidents

New . Yomk, Dee.. 20..~ The Sun's
Washington correspondent . says:  “Joan
W. Foster. who was seerdtary “of state 'in

the Harrison administention,
many think, may lLe.n member of the
Venvzueln commission; was one of the tirst
to call upon Secretary Olney. Iie told inim
that the attitude, of the adminisiration
would be approved by every pairiotic eiti-
zen.

“The president is entirely right,” said
Mr. Foster luter.  “Every American citizen
ought 1o support him, and congress ought
10 vote the money be asks without ques-
tion or delny.

settled the Muropesn nativns will learn by
experienca that it iy patriotism  and not
politics that inspired tho president’s mes-
sage. .

“It is drue,” continued Ar, Foarer, “that
the plan of the president is unique. The
nocessity never arose - before, The presi-
dent does not undertake to decide whether
England ar Venezuela i right, however,ay
some interviews 1 seo in lhc press to  sug-
gest, but he simply proposes "to ascertnin
the truth in order to guide our future
policy.

Now 1s this unprecodentad, We
have a right to know tho facts, We do not
atrempt to decide, but it 13 our privilege
to ascertuin the truth.and thus shu!l vo
uble to judge whether Great Uritain's 1e-
fusal to submit her title to investization iy
well founded. . 'All* nations exerclse the
right of intervontion in- matters. that ‘are
likely to affoct their own interesls: or in-
terfero with the ciearly defined policy they
may have pursued toward their nexg.hboxs.
Leaving the Monroe doctring entirely “out,
of the question, weare quite as much jus-'
tified in pursuing the course recommniended
by the president as Russin - is to interfere
with tha pl'ms of the English in Turkey,
or Englid iu regard to the conduct of
Russin in China und Cerex or Russia,
France. and Germany :n the reiations be-
t\\ een China and Jupnn.
