T0 BE ABOLISHED

Notorious Place Will Be Closed and

a New Building Xrected on
An_o(hcr Site,
Place Is Too Small and Committee

Wil Get New Idens—Old Morguo
Onc of the Sights of Parls,

Paris, Aug. 8.—The famous or notorious
Paris morgue is to be abolished. That
Is to say, the authorities are atl last going
to make a move in the matter which has
been a scandal for yeurs, and to robuild
the mortuary building behind Notre
Dame, which it has long been known I8
too cramped and out of date. .

A new buflding is going to ha erected
on another site, and for this purpose a
commission of inquiry of the city counell
18 going to visit various Furopean citios
and study their morgues, It will bo re-
membered that only & few months fgo
M. Lepine closed the place to tourists,
who had been allowed to come nnd view
the corpses until the mattor had become
somewhat of a scandal, and now only
those In search of missing relatives are
allowed to enter the pluce.

The reason why the authorities have
inally made up thelr minds to rebuild the
slugubrious litlle place is explained from
(the fact that there are now so maiy
bodies always awalling identification
through the murders commitied by the
Apaches that the morgue cannot accom-
modale them all. Parisians also object
to the word ‘'morgue,” which they con-
sider to be offensive, and ask that it
ghould be replaced Ly the expression
“"Malson mortuaire.’” But that does not
alter the fact that the morgue has for
a century been one of the most famous
gights In the Jrench capital, and a Thook-
ful of gloomy wit could be—and has been
—written about it.
